The "Fireside Grown-Up Guides" are now being published in the U.S. by Simon Schuster, and are fairly 
faithful adaptions, (e.g. the book of "Mum" is now the book of "Mom", and so on), that are quite amusing even if you 
aren't familiar with the Ladybird style they parody.Either way you can find them, as Ladybirds or as Fireside Grown-
Up Guides, these books are a hoot.
